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Preface

The Canadian AIDS Treatment Information Exchange (CATIE) presents the third edition of the AIDS Treatment
Thesaurus. The third edition was produced by Tiffany Veinot, librarian at the Canadian AIDS Treatment Information
Exchange. The first edition, published in May 1996, was designed and structured by L&B Consulting, a professional
information management partnership.

The HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus is a standardized bilingual tool, created to organize and find information in
the field of HIV/AIDS treatment. Terminology is Canadian bilingual (American English, Canadian French). The non-
preferred terminology in the thesaurus covers variant spellings, acronyms and abbreviations for the preferred terms. The
thesaurus is highly specific in its coverage of HIV/AIDS treatment, and is designed to be complemented by the AIDS
Committee of Toronto (ACT)’s HIV/AIDS Thesaurus for coverage of psychosocial issues concerning HIV/AIDS.

The HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus departs from traditional thesaurus development in its inclusion of HIV/AIDS
treatment drug names and their synonyms (alternate brand names, generic names, etc.). The drug names are monolingual
(English) and are listed as narrower terms under the more traditional terminology of the drug treatments array. The
rationale for this decision is that the majority of drug treatments are referred to in the literature (e.g., drug trials
documents) in English, even when the documents are written in French.

The HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus is used to search for treatment information available through CATIE’s web
site at http://www.catie.ca/thesaurus.nsf/KKWOC. It can also be used by AIDS service organizations and special libraries to
index and retrieve documents about AIDS treatment. Used in conjunction with the much broader AIDS Committee of

Toronto thesaurus, it provides comprehensive coverage of all aspects of HIV disease and treatment.
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of this Thesaurus.
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Scope of the HIV/AIDS Thesaurus

The HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus provides the vocabulary necessary to describe the core HIV/AIDS treatment subject
access needs of Canadian HIV/AIDS treatment information service providers. It is a fully bilingual thesaurus (English and
French) following international standards for multilingual hierarchical design. Thesaural relationships included are
equivalent term, broader term, narrower term, related term, and use/used for references. Scope notes are included where
necessary.

The HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus has a significant depth of coverage for HIV/AIDS treatment information:
issues peripheral to HIV/AIDS treatment are given minor coverage. For indexing and retrieval of documents dealing with
other aspects of HIV/AIDS, it is recommended that the AIDS Committee of Toronto (ACT)’s HIV/AIDS Thesaurus be
consulted.

Core coverage is given to the following areas: opportunistic infections and conditions; tests and diagnostics;
health; treatments, including medical procedures, complementary treatments and therapies, and drug treatments;
physiological systems; molecular genetics, including components and processes; drug trials; HIV disease progression; and
HIV structure and reproductive cycle.

Minor coverage, with scope notes identifying the location of additional terminology in the ACT Thesaurus, where

applicable is given to: epidemiology; ethics; medical care; prophylaxis; psychosocial issues; social services; and transmission.

The HIV/AIDS Treatment Thesaurus and the CATIE Web Site

Every page on our web site, and every item in our library is given terms from the HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus. This
means that you can use terms from the HIV/AIDS Treatment Thesaurus in the search engine on the CATIE web site
(hetp://www.catie.ca) or when searching our library catalogue (http://library.catie.ca). Using the Thesaurus will help you get

better search results.



Purpose of a Thesaurus

Most people think of Roget’s when they think of a thesaurus, but thesauri are also bibliographical tools used in libraries
and information systems to aid in information retrieval. Thesauri for library and information systems are used to organize
material (books, articles, electronic documents, database records, etc.) into consistent subject categories and to provide
meaningful subject access to this material.

Anyone who has searched the Internet knows the frustrations of key-word, or full-text, searching. No matter how
well we formulate a search, we are faced with “information overload”: heaps of documents which are irrelevant or only
tangentially related to our interests. Even when we find material on topic, we never know if our search was comprehensive;
did we get all there was?

The thesaurus is a bibliographic tool intended to prevent this sort of chaos, it is a tool for vocabulary control. A
thesaurus offers a network of valid subject terms, or “controlled vocabulary”, that can be used to classify and retrieve
information. A thesaurus also provides control over the terminology used in an information system. It contains
information on preferred and non-preferred terms for indexing or searching, and on semantic relationships between terms.
It guides in the usage of preferred terms.

Systematic searches are impossible in databases that allow only free-text searching. A thesaurus prevents the
splintering of material resulting from the use of synonyms and overlapping vocabulary. A thesaurus ensures that each
concept is represented by a single preferred term and that all synonyms direct the user to that term.

The terminology of a thesaurus is structured into hierarchies reflecting the various aspects of the subject area.

This hierarchical structure allows the thesaurus to show relationships among terms. The thesaurus can, therefore, function
as a “map” of the subject terrain, and lay out all available options (i.c.: broader, narrower, and related terms). This “map”
can be used by those classifying or searching for information.

Thesauri have traditionally been used mostly in library catalogues and indexes, but can also be used or adapted for
other types of information systems, such as databases, filing systems, web sites, etc. Thesauri standardize information
storage and retrieval because thesauri are used when indexing materials and later, when searching databases or filing
systems. The HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus will provide a model for information management at a time when AIDS
service organizations and other community groups are exploring the potential of new information technologies.



The CATIE and ACT Thesauri: A Comparison

CATIE’s HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus will be accompanied by a companion volume, HIV/AIDS Thesaurus, published by
the AIDS Committee of Toronto (ACT). Because the CATIE and the ACT thesauri were developed to manage the
information resources of their respective organizations, they reflect the different mandates of the two agencies; they differ
in scope, depth and language. These differences make the thesauri useful companion pieces. The thesauri are suited to
different information needs.

1. Scope

The CATIE and the ACT thesauri cover different subject areas. CATIE’s thesaurus covers the subject area of HIV
treatment information, providing thorough coverage of the following topics: opportunistic infections and conditions; tests
and diagnostics; treatments, including medical procedures, complementary treatments and therapies, and drug treatments;
drug trials; physiological systems; molecular genetics; HIV disease progression; and HIV structure and reproductive cycle.
Other issues are given only minimal coverage. ACT’s thesaurus, on the other hand, has a broader scope and covers all
aspects of HIV: everything from treatment and clinical manifestations to education, prevention, fine arts, and the
psychosocial, legal, and economic aspects of the epidemic. In order to give the user more terminology options, we make
reference to the ACT thesaurus in some scope notes. However, it is important to remember that the purpose and scope of
each thesaurus is quite different.

2. Depth

The CATIE and the ACT thesauri provide different levels of detail because they were designed to help organize different
types of material. ACT’s thesaurus was designed for a library catalogue database containing bibliographic records for
books, videos and audio tapes. The thesaurus, therefore, reflects the scope of this kind of literature. CATIE’s thesaurus, on
the other hand, was created primarily to index articles, which tend to be about more specific topics than books or videos.
CATIE’s thesaurus, therefore, offers more in-depth coverage of treatment in order to accommodate the specificity of

articles.

3. Language
The language of the two thesauri also reflects the different kinds of material the CATIE and ACT thesauri were intended
to organize. CATIE’s thesaurus contains technical and medical language by necessity since the literature of treatment is
often technical. The ACT thesaurus uses more community-based language since ACT’s collection is of a more general
nature. CATIE’s thesaurus is bilingual while the ACT thesaurus is in English only.

These differences should be considered in deciding which thesaurus is most appropriate for particular purposes.
We have attempted to standardize terminology between thesauri where there is overlap, but differences in terminology

remain.



Thesaurus development

The HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus is a bilingual (English/French) tool, developed in accordance with ISO standards,
“Guidelines for the establishment and development of monolingual thesauri (ISO 2788-1986)”, and, “Guidelines for the
establishment and development of multilingual thesauri (ISO 5964-1985)”. Filing order of entries in this thesaurus
conform to NISO Standards, “Guidelines for Alphabetical arrangement of letters and sorting of numerals and other
symbols.” (NISO Technical Report 03, TR03-1999). The HIV/IAIDS Treatment Thesaurus is highly specific to the field of
HIV/AIDS treatment information. It has been designed to be used with the AIDS Committee of Toronto Thesaurus,
which gives general coverage of all issues.

Thesaurus Codes

The terms that have been chosen to represent a concept in the thesaurus are called “preferred terms”. In the CATIE
Thesaurus, most of the preferred terms are in “universal usage”, meaning that they were chosen over other terms because
they will describe the concept to the broadest range of users.

The HIV/AIDS Treatment Thesaurus includes the term relationships: other language equivalent (EV); use
references (USE); used for references (UF); broader term (BT); narrower term (N'T); and, related term (RT). It also
includes scope notes (SN) as necessary. The French thesaurus has the same relationships, with French standard thesaural
coding: Equivalent anglais (EA); Employer (EM); Employé pour (EP); Terme générique (TG); Terme spécifique (TS);
Voir aussi (VA); and Note explicative (NE).

The following describes the codes used to express the relationships among terms.

EV
Other language equivalents (the EV code) give the equivalent term for the preferred term. The EV term may or may not
be a direct translation of the term, depending on semantic differences in describing a concept between the English and
French languages. (e.g. “Genetic engineering” EV “Génie génétique”)

USE
Non-preferred terms are listed with a USE reference leading the user to the preferred term. Non-preferred terms are
usually those words or phrases that are considered synonyms of the preferred term. For example, the entry for “Acquired
immunodeficiency syndrome” directs the user to use the preferred term “AIDS” instead. Non-preferred terms may also be
professional terms, acronyms, or variations in spelling of the preferred term. Sometimes, non-preferred terms may
represent a more specific concept which is almost always associated with that of the preferred term (e.g. “Antineoplastic
drugs” USE: “Anticancer drugs”).

UF - Use For
Headings listed under “Use For” are not valid headings. These are variations of terms which the thesaurus does not allow.
For instance, “Clinical trials” is listed as a “Use For” under the heading “Drug trials”. If you look up the entry for
“Clinical trials”, you will see: “Clinical trials USE: Drug trials”. Every UF is accompanied by a USE entry.



BT - Broader Term
Broader terms are one level up in the hierarchy from the entry you are looking up. For instance, “HIV-related symptoms”
is listed as a broader term under the entry for “Rashes”. Broader terms give the searcher the option of searching at a more

encompassing and macro level.

NT - Narrower Term
Narrower terms are one level down in the hierarchy from the entry you are looking up. For instance, “Bacterial infections”
is listed as a narrower term under the entry for “Opportunistic infections”. Narrower terms are always reciprocal to
broader terms (BT) (i.e.: “Opportunistic infections” is listed as a broader term under the entry for “Bacterial infections”).

Narrower terms give the searcher the option of searching for more specific items.

RT - Related Term
Related terms are terms which are similar to the term you are looking up, however, they are not strictly broader or
narrower terms. Terms are listed as related terms under an entry if it is likely that someone looking up the one term would
be interested in the other term. For instance, “Retroviral infections” is listed as a related term (RT) under the entry for

“Antiretroviral drugs”.

SN - Scope Note
Provides instructions on how a term is to be interpreted. These definitions usually reflect common usage, but may also
stipulate certain limits and conditions. Scope notes often specify what is to be included and excluded, and may also direct

the user to other similar terms.



Display format

The HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus is formatted in an alphabetic display. The alphabetic display lists all terms (preferred
and non-preferred terms) alphabetically, with other language equivalents (EV), used for (UF) references, broader terms
(BT), narrower terms (NT), and related terms (RT). In some cases a scope note (SN) is included to define either how the
term is used, or to lead the user to additional AIDS Committee of Toronto Thesaurus terminology.

SN: Refer to the AIDS Committee of Toronto (ACT)’s HIV/IAIDS Thesaurus section on “Prevention” for
additional terminology covering HIV infection prevention measures.

Prophylaxis is a preferred term with the French language equivalent Prophylaxie. It is used for (UF) Prevention and
Prophylactic drug therapy. Prophylaxis has a narrow definition in the HIVIAIDS Treatment Thesaurus; however, the scope
note (SN) leads the user to the appropriate arrays in the AIDS Committee of Toronto (ACT)’s HIVIAIDS Thesaurus for
additional terminology. It is grouped under the broader term (BT) Drug treatment strategies. Prophylaxis has six more
specific, or narrower terms (NT): HIV disease prophylaxis; HIV-related condition prophylaxis; Induction therapys;
Maintenance therapy; Opportunistic infection prophylaxis; and Post-exposure prophylaxis. It has two related terms (RT),
Early intervention and Medical intervention.

Non-preferred term example:

USE Prophylaxis

Prevention is a non-preferred term for Prophylaxis. The non-preferred terminology is listed alphabetically along
with the preferred terminology, and leads the user to the correct index term.



Drug treatments terminology

The drug treatments terminology consists of drug names listed as narrower terms under the more traditional thesaural
terminology of drug types. The drug names are monolingual, as it would not be practical to maintain and update the
constantly evolving terminology in both languages for this area. Also, the great majority of drug names are referred to in
the field in their English form only. This does represent an anomaly in the structuring of the bilingual thesaurus, but also
serves to preserve the integrity of the tool for a greater period of time. Related terms (RT) are not indicated for the drug
terminology, because of the volatility of the relationships to various conditions and infections.

Many of the drug terms have a high number of non-preferred term (UF) references. These are usually variations
in spelling or brand names. Also, a number of drug terms have more than one broader term. This is called double-
posting, and is employed with the drug terms to indicate how the drug is used. In the above example, Metronidazole can
be used as an antibiotic, an antifungal drug, or an antiprotozoal drug.
